Materials
· It is required that you bring your Spanish workbook to class every day.  You will receive one soon!
· We recommend a separate 3 ring binder, at least 1 inch thick, with 5 dividers labeled “pruebas,”
 “apuntes,” “vocabulario,” “trabajo de clase,” and “tarea”.  Put this syllabus in the front of your notebook.  
 Bring it to class and keep it organized.   Your notebook is a tool to help you study and prepare!
· An agenda book to write down assignments is recommended as well.
Website
We have a special website that has games, vocab. flash cards, tutorials and practice quizzes and tests for each unit that
we will be studying in our book.  It is also where you will find the daily homework assignments and important quiz
and test dates.

You are expected to go there daily to practice what you are learning.   Your grades will improve! 
Class Work and Homework

· Class work and homework will be assigned most days.  Class work is due in class and homework will be

      checked at the beginning of each class period.  After homework has been checked, graded and returned;

place it in the “tarea” section of your notebook.  Do not throw it out!

· Homework will often be corrected in class by you.   Use your correcting pen to fix mistakes!  
· Incomplete or illegible homework will receive no credit. 

· Homework or class work will be collected for credit often.  No work = 0 points as does 

      work with no corrections made.
· Late homework is not accepted.
If you are caught copying another student’s work or you and another student turn in the same work, both you
and the other student will receive a zero on the assignment.  Using websites such as Google Translate and Slader
are not allowed and will also result in a zero, a notation in the gradebook, and disciplinary action.

Quizzes and Tests

· Vocabulary quizzes are given for each chapter.   You are expected to know the meaning of each word, its
spelling, its article (el, la, los, las) and how it is used.  Missed quizzes will be given a grade of N/A.
· Grammar quizzes will be given periodically and missed quizzes will need to be made up.
· Chapter tests will be given every 2 to 3 weeks.  
· Students need to make up missed quizzes or tests during study period (5th period) immediately 
following an absence.  Failure to do so will result in a zero for the missed quiz or test.
· Both homework and class work serve as a review for tests and quizzes!
SDCP Best Work- Certain projects, essays and dialogues will be identified as “best work” throughout the

year.  Don’t forget to keep these assignments!  You will need them your senior year.
Participation

Participation is very important in a foreign language class.  Students are expected to participate in class and

participation will be monitored.  Students will be asked to read aloud, answer questions, and give answers from 

homework and class work in Spanish.  Poor participation will affect the grade.   Sleeping in class, unauthorized cell 
phone use and wearing ear buds in class will negatively affect your participation grade.

Grading Standards
Grades will be calculated based on the total points from homework, class work, participation, tests, quizzes,
projects and oral proficiency.   Current grades will be posted on Aeries.  It is your responsibility to keep track

of your grade on Aeries.    DO NOT ASK ME ABOUT YOUR GRADE DURING CLASS TIME.  If you have a discrepancy,
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see me during study period and bring pertinent proof of your concern.

Absences and Tardies
Students are expected to attend class every day.  If you are late to class or absent for any reason,

you are responsible for information that you missed, work that was collected and any tests or quizzes that were

given that day.  Get a few phone numbers from classmates to get the work or notes you missed, check our website,

and/ or you can also sign up for remind.com to have assignments texted to you every day.
To turn in make-up work and get work that you missed due to an absence, check the make –up folder(s) for the day(s)

you were absent.  Please DO NOT ask me for make-up work or assignments during class time.  If you need help, 
please see me during 5th period or after school. It is the student’s responsibility to find out what assignments,
quizzes or tests have been missed as the result of an absence
· An excused absence (cleared within 72 hours) allows the student to complete all assignments and tests missed
during the absence within a reasonable period of time (1 day for each day absent. not weeks or months later). 
· The make-up work shall be reasonably equivalent to, but not necessarily identical to, the tests and
assignments that the pupil missed during the absence.  
· If you will be absent due to a school activity or field trip, get the work you will miss and turn in the
work that will be due the day of your activity the day before your absence.
· Missed tests can be made up during study (5th) period.  Ask for a pass if you need one!
Extra Credit

There will be very little extra credit offered during the year.  It is best to take advantage of an opportunity when it

arises because there may not be another.  There is no “on demand” extra credit!
Hall Passes

Students will receive 4 passes per semester that can be used for restroom privileges, water, and ordinary health office

requests.  Students who use up the four passes will be allowed to leave class but will receive a tardy.  Unused passes
can be redeemed for extra credit at the end of the semester.  Students who abuse the hall pass privilege will lose it
for the rest of the year and will be referred to the assistant principal.  The teacher may request that the student leave
his/her cell phone with the teacher when leaving class with the pass.
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Behavior

· Raise their hand if they wish to speak or participate.
